Group Projects (3-5 students): 

1. Re-enactment: Re-enact and videotape a scene or two from the novel.  You may choose whether your video will take place in Puritan times or be a modern portrayal.  Depending on size of group will determine the number of scenes required.  (Hint: props, costumes, set design, music, and good editing will enhance your performance.) 

2. Talk-Show: Produce a session of a talk show in which you try to piece together the story from the various characters’ points of view. One student can take the role of the talk show host and interview other students playing Hester, Arthur, Roger, or Pearl. You can interview them in any order you wish, alone or as a group. The main goal here is to understand the effect their actions had on each of the others. Be sure to bring out the major events of the story in some way.

You should have a script to turn in, and one for each character to refer to during the skit. Remember to use props and to dress for the role.
Partner Project:
1. The Scarlet Times: Create a newspaper during the time/setting of this story. Your front page will be full of the story of Hester and Company, the scandal, her sin and punishment, or the aftermath. This newspaper must have at least 4 pages. The goal is to show me that you have an understanding of the plot and characters in the story. Consider the following newspaper components when creating your project:

	At least one picture with a caption

	The lead story (at least 250 words)
	Classifieds/ Ads (story-related)

Individual Projects:

1. Ballad: Create a song telling the ballad of Hester Prynne.  You may compose the song, or write new words for an existing melody.  Share the song with the class either live or via audio or videotape.

2. Soundtrack: Create a soundtrack for the novel, choosing or composing 5 songs (ONE can be an instrumental).  Choose music for at least 5 major scenes.  The songs must represent the main themes, moods, relationships, or events in the story in some way.  Create a CD insert with appropriate artwork, artist information, dedications, and a booklet that includes lyrics and a paragraph for each song explaining how and why each relates to the book.  (Submit a CD or multimedia version like PowerPoint or photo story to show explanations). 

3. Scrapbook: As Pearl, create a scrapbook of your experiences in Boston.  Compile as many items (drawings, pictures, natural materials) that will forever represent your time spent with your mother and others in the village.  Write a brief statement explaining how each item represents that particular time in your life.  Scrapbook must have a minimum of 5 pages.
